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emmy award winning director jeff stimmel’s most recent film is the critically  
acclaimed “the art of failure: chuck connelly not for sale.” it aired on hbo as part 
of its documentary film series, as well as on the bbc, and was an official selection at 
the los angeles film festival, madrid documenta, and melbourne international 
film festival. this year the film will be aired in germany, france, canada, and other 
countries around the world. the film received the 2009 emmy award for outstanding 
arts & culture programming. 
 
among stimmel’s additional film and short-film credits are the “mccain family  
watch” for the webcaster polititude, “somebody else’s dream”, “wait ernesto!”  
“somebody else’s movie”, “divinity” and the short narrative “after the world”  
which has recently been selected to the vermont international film festival.   
  
before directing, stimmel produced several independent features, including “the 
ketchup king”, “the studio” and “state of the artist”. he has also worked as a line 
producer|production manager for non-fiction programming at discovery communications 
and new york times television. 
 
stimmel is currently filming a new documentary entitled, “animal wallpaper”, as well 
as developing “the art of failure” into a feature film.
